14.     TO REPORT ON POLICE MATTERS. PCSO Pete Gilliland reported that things have been relatively quiet in Stainforth recently but problems are ongoing with off road bikes and quads. He also advised members that SYP are still awaiting the station move to Thorne as Stainforth Police Station has not yet been sold. It was suggested that the Mayor visit the local primary schools with the PCSO’s to talk to the children about road safety and the Clerk agreed to arrange this with SYP. PCSO Gilliland was thanked for his attendance and left the meeting.

TO REPORT ON WELFARE GROUND MATTERS. The Clerk reported that she is awaiting further quotes for the new fencing. Cllr. Bedford reported that Stainforth Juniors Under 18’s have won the league and the trophy is displayed in the Library as Stainforth4All are sponsors of this team. A meeting of the Recreation Committee is to be arranged to invite all users to discuss future plans for the Welfare Ground. The Clerk agreed to contact the artist re: the mural on the Pavilion and signage as previously agreed.

TO CONSIDER HIGHWAYS MATTERS. Members reported straw/hay on the road at Mayfield Avenue/Kirton Lane and the Clerk advised that this is the responsibility of DMBC and the Traffic Commission. 


Broken kerb stones outside One Stop on Princess Avenue due to HGV’s parking on the pavements when delivering. It was agreed for the Clerk to write a letter to One Stop asking them to request that the drivers be mindful of this when parking and if kerb stones are broken these should be paid for. 

Cllr. Bedford reported that SERV will empty the new bins on the Canal until a decision can be reached with DMBC regarding this. Clerk to chase this matter. He also advised that the new planters which STC contributed to are now in situ and thanks was given to the TC. It was agreed that SERV receive a group award for all the work they do in the town and the Clerk agreed to arrange this.

TO DISCUSS MAYOR’S CHARITY. The Mayor reported that this year’s charity will be Yorkshire Air Ambulance. Noted.

TO DISCUSS NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN. Cllr. Bedford reported that the consultation period is now closed and a meeting is to be arranged with Jane Stimpson from DMBC regarding inclusion of the NP in the Local Plan. Noted.

TO RECEIVE APPLICATIONS FOR CASUAL VACANCY. 2 applications were received and both applicants gave a short presentation to members as to why they feel they could fulfil the role of Town Councillor. The applicants were thanked for their presentations and left the meeting.

TO DISCUSS OWNERSHIP OF MINERS MEMORIAL LAND. The Clerk reported that following the last meeting she has spoken with St Leger Homes who are not willing for the land to be transferred to the TC, should the Heritage Association fold. However, they are happy to gift the land to the TC for the TC to lease to the Heritage Association for a peppercorn rent of £1 per year. All members in agreement and it was RESOLVED for the Clerk to deal with this.
