TO CONSIDER WELFARE GROUND MATTERS. The Clerk reported that she is awaiting quotes for fencing around the new dog walking area and that the solicitors are now dealing with drawing up the lease for the community building.

TO CONSIDER HIGHWAYS MATTERS. Potholes and a collapsed drain outside One Stop on Princess Avenue. The Clerk agreed to report to DMBC and urged those present at the meeting to do so as much as possible in order to get these matters dealt with. Noted.

To report on new litter bins. English Waterways have agreed to provide some new bins along the canal area. Clerk to work with DMBC regarding emptying.

TO DISCUSS MAYOR’S CHARITY. Fundraising ongoing. Noted.

TO DISCUSS THE NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN. Cllr. Bedford informed those present that the Neighbourhood Plan is currently ahead of schedule and that the draft plan is almost complete. Once this is ready the Clerk agreed to circulate to members. Further consultations and events are planned. Noted.

TO DISCUSS TOWN COUNCIL WEBSITE. It was noted that the current Town Council website is looking a little dated and members were informed that the media officer, Lewis, has created a new design to consider. The Clerk confirmed that the annual maintenance contract is up for renewal at the end of March and it was agreed that this be terminated. Clerk to work with Lewis on this matter.

TO DISCUSS STAINFORTH GALA 2019. Cllr. D. Moore provided a list of potential costs for this year’s Gala and explained that the committee are in need of approximately £3000.00 to make it possible. A request was made for the Town Council to fund the Gala Committee for the total sum of £3000.00. The Clerk strongly advised that this amount has not been budgeted for, however, members agreed to the request. A discussion was held regarding handing control of the Gala back to the Town Council and following a vote it was agreed that the Gala stays within the control of the Gala Committee, although will work in partnership with the Events Committee.

TO DISCUSS AMENDMENTS TO PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SECTION WITHIN TOWN COUNCIL MEETING. A proposal was made to include the public participation section in the main TC meeting rather than prior to the commencement of it. The Clerk agreed that this is a good proposal in the interests of time saving at meetings. All members were in agreement. It was also proposed to change the start time of TC meetings to 6pm and this was also agreed to. A suggestion was made to restart councillor surgeries and it was agreed that this be discussed on the annual agenda. Noted.

A lengthy discussion was held regarding the removal of the ‘7 day notice’ rule for residents wishing to address the meeting. It was agreed that this rule be kept to enable members to be for-armed with information. Noted.
